Applicant Specifications, Requirements, & Selection

Applicant Specifications

e Applicants must be female residents of the state of Wyoming.

e Applicants must be enrolled as a full time student in a certificate program, trade
school, junior college, or university. (Does not need to be in Wyoming.)

e Applicants must have a minimum 2.5 GPA.

Application Requirements

Applicants must fill out an application in full; including all contact and educational
information.

Along with the application an essay is required. Essay must be a minimum of 500 words
and maximum 700 words in length. The prompt for the essay is provided below with the
application.

Applicant Selection

Applications will be reviewed by Wyoming CattleWomen's current five member Scholarship
Committee. The selection will be unbiased and given to the applicant the committee feels
most embodies the values and goals of the Wyoming CattleWomen.
