
Poultry-Palooza is designed to present educational information for both youth and adult enthusiasts.
Educational sessions will run concurrently with a fun show. APA Points will not be awarded but an
opportunity to exhibit in an APA-style event will be provided. Fun Show classes will be limited.
 
Junior Show Information
WPA or 4-H membership is not required to enter the Junior show. Junior birds will be cooped with open show
birds but exhibited in the Junior Division.
 
Junior exhibitors may bring a separate bird for showmanship, but this is not required. Showmanship
competition will occur after the judging. Entry into Showmanship classes and entry will occur at check-in:
5 and Under age group
6-10 age group
11-14 age group
15-18 age group
 
Classes
Recognizing this is a fun show, classes will consist of Standard Poultry, Bantam Poultry, Waterfowl and
Turkeys.  Ornamental and Oversized Fowl will not be included.  Backyard classes will be available to both
open and junior exhibitors and mixed birds will not be disqualified. Birds that may not be show ready, not in
the standard or mixed bird would fall into this class. Simply mark “BACKYARD” on your entry form under
breed.  All birds must be bug free and pass the check-in inspection.

Showmanship
Saturday at 1:00 pm--Sign-up for Showmanship at the time of check-in     
Showmanship birds need not be entered in the fun show, but should pass check-in inspection.
 
Awards
Showmanship and class winners will be awarded a pre-determined number of tickets to be used for prize
selection in both Junior and Open Divisions.
 
Rules
1) All sick or extremely lousy birds will be removed from the show and entry fees will not be reimbursed. This
includes evidence of infectious/contagious diseases and parasites.
2) Exhibitors are responsible for the feed and water of their entries, raffle or sale birds.
3) WPA and Wyoming 4-H will not be responsible for property or animal damage in case of fire, theft or
accident but precautions will be taken to avoid mishaps.
4) No one is allowed to handle any poultry or to remove eggs from the show coops, except their own,
without the permission of the owner or show management. Show judges and officials are exempt from this
rule.
5) Coop-in and check-in will occur Saturday morning from 8:00-8:45 am 
6) Birds must be cooped by 9:00 am on Saturday and judging will begin at 9:00 am. 
7) Traders Row will be available for those wishing to sell birds. Fee is $10 and sellers should provide coops.
8) No birds will be exchanged or removed from their coops until release at 12:00 pm on Saturday. No
exceptions will be made. Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning their own cages. 
9) All APA/ABA rules apply. All recognized and non-recognized standard variety chickens, turkeys, water
fowl, guineas are acceptable. Mixed breeds may be entered in the Backyard class.
10) Those participating in showmanship may bring an extra bird that is not entered in the show.
